• 15th: UCAS deadline for receipt of applications to universities of Cambridge or Oxford and applications for 
medicine, dentistry and veterinary medicine/science 

 

October/November 2022 

• Students allocated a time to have their forms checked by staff for administrative errors. Please note that 
failure to attend these meetings without due notice will mean that forms are submitted without these 
checks 

• Interviews begin and all applications are completed (internal deadline for completion of UCAS forms is 
Friday 18 November 2022) 

• Offers begin 
 

January 2023 

• 25th: Final application deadline for the receipt at UCAS of applications to all non-early entry courses 

• Offers continue 

• Selection advice and confirmation of first and second choice offers 
 

August 2023
